Match Report
The Under 12’s last league game of an all too short season saw Old Rutlishians visit Chessy.
The visitors won the toss and decided to bat first, but it was Chessy who got in the first blow when Jack Strange bowled opener Douch second ball. Jack struck again in his second over to remove Ruts’ other opener, but a sloppy start in the field from Chessy allowed the visitors to progress at four an over despite the loss of early wickets.
First change bowlers Calum Davies and Captain Conor McElligott came into the attack and at first the boundaries started to come before Conor picked up a wicket when ‘keeper Oliver Thompson anticipated well and took a smart catch down the leg side. A comfortable catch at cover from Adam Lawrence 2 balls later gave Conor his second wicket of the over and had Old Ruts at 59 for 4 after 10.

Conor then chopped and changed his bowlers, but too many 4’s were being conceded as the visitors passed the 100 mark in the 15th over.
A late flurry of wickets saw Chessy almost bowl out the visitors as a good catch at backward point from Prince Singh gave Jack his 3rd wicket and then Conor had opposition Captain Trimmings caught by Adam first ball of his last over, before knocking the stumps back with his 4th and 5th balls to take his first ever ‘5 for’.

Old Ruts ended up on 133 for 8 from their 20 overs with Jack, 3 for 20 and Conor 5 for 15 easily the pick of the bowlers.

Chessy openers Jack and Subs Biswas started brightly, progressing at 6 and over before Jack was out for 6, just failing to clear mid off with a lofted straight drive.
Conor, in at 3, looked in good touch and he and Subs both found the boundary early in their partnership before Conor was ran out for 6 form a direct hit from wide mid off.

Adam came in next, and again looked to be in good form, and he was soon off and running with 2 quick singles.

Some tight spin bowling and sharp fielding saw the visitors put the squeeze on the Chessy pair, particularly Subs, who was playing well but could not get the ball past the infield regularly.

The pair still managed to build a partnership of 60, with Adam playing the more aggressive role, but the rate was getting towards 10 an over required when Adam fell for 27 trying to hit over the infield once more.

Chessy lost Alex Cottrell and Daniel Smyth for ducks along with Subs who had to retire after his patient and best of 35, but the last few deliveries saw Robbie Sapsford and Oliver only able to scramble a few singles which was not enough for the home side who fell 23 runs short of their target at 110 for 5.

So a disappointing loss from their last game, one which they should have won with just a bit more discipline whilst in the field, bowling and fielding.
Despite just the two wins, the 12’s have competed in all the games bar the very poor display at Spencer and the home game v Esher, normally making the opposition work hard for any victories, which in turn sees an all round general improvement from individuals as well as the team.
