A REVIEW OF INDIVIDUALS 
I thought that it would be interesting to do a ‘Player by Player’ review. It represents my view of each player and how they have performed during the year. Any criticisms that I make are aimed in the player’s interest and should be read with that in mind.
I will start with the captain and work on through the side.

Paul Willis (210 runs, 0 wickets, 6 catches).

Captain of the side, Paul had a very difficult season. As with all captains, it was he who had to make the hard calls of who would be in the side and who would not. Failed to impress with the coin, Paul scored very valuable runs when his side most needed them. Perhaps should have used his occasional bowlers, including himself, more often. Held some good catches but did drop three in the final, decisive game. Was always full value for his lack of punctuality, his excuses when leaving early and his bickering with Nick Bailey.

Daniel Yarnley (539 runs, 39 wickets, 11 catches)

Took over the captaincy when Paul Willis was ill, Daniel Yarnley was one of the key players in the side. Scored his runs attractively and at a good rate. Daniel was also the leading wicket taker in the side and took some fine catches in the slips. He did have a tendency to get out LBW. Someone that Paul Willis could ask for advice at important points in the game.

Alex Yarnley (504 runs, 6 wickets, 1 catch)

First full season in the First team was a resounding success. Batted with diligence and patience. Did, on occasions, get bogged down but never gave his wicket away. His underused left arm spin took some useful wickets at a decent economy rate. Not always reliable when navigating to matches.
Andy White (387 runs, 9 catches)

Brought his experience to bear at the top of the order. Had it not been for a hamstring injury, would most likely have reached 500 runs also. Held some good catches in the slips and only just beat his son in their six hitting competition. A well known critic of home teas.

Luke Carter (682 runs, 24 wickets, 2 catches)

Our overseas who scored his runs in an effortless and elegant manner. His medium quick seamers were ideal in the limited overs format. Should have taken more wickets if it had not been for butter-fingered fielding. Great fielder with a terrific arm. Accepted the loss of the Ashes with grace. 
Niall Stewart (317 runs, 0 wickets, 7 catches, 1 stumping)

Like Luke Carter, an effortless and elegant batsman who made batting look ridiculously easy. Put in some top performances with the bat. Due to his batting style, he often looked lazy when getting out. Terrific in the field and the team’s back up keeper when needed. Typical student who ate everything in sight but rarely had any money to spend.
Chris Norton (357 runs, 2 wickets, 13 catches)

Always scored his runs in an attractive manner and when asked to open towards the end of the season, ensured the team got off to a positive start. However, there were too many cameo innings rather than substantial ones. Leading outfielder for catches. Another bowler who was underused through the season.

Nick Bailey (121 runs, 2 wickets, 3 catches)

Another veteran whose injuries are creeping up to him. Only able to play half the games, nonetheless made valuable, match winning contributions in a couple of games. Batted superbly to win a game against Met. Police and took an inspiring catch against Warlingham. If you could bottle his belief and enthusiasm, you could earn a small fortune.

Graham Francis (136 runs, 18 catches, 10 stumpings)

Class act behind the stumps. Makes the difficult look easy and the straightforward mundane. Had a good season with the bat, making his first fifty for the club and contributing to some late order runs when needed. Needs to be aware of jam tarts when sitting down though.
Andy Robson (109 runs, 16 wickets, 3 catches)

Experienced swing bowler who took wickets in batches. Another who can feel somewhat unlucky as batsmen played and missed regularly. Scored useful late order runs when required. Good, safe outfielder. Unfortunately, led both the wide count and the no-ball count.
Tadgh Randall (32 runs, 13 wickets, 2 catches)

Young, fast bowler who missed several games through illness. Struggled with his rhythm during the early part of the season but did show real threat as the season progressed. Did not have many opportunities with the bat. Another typical student who demolished teas whenever the opportunity arose. Needs to work on knowing the difference between seafood sticks and rhubarb.
Richard Singleton (7 runs, 25 wickets)

The team’s man mountain. A regular wicket taker but needs to cut down his variations. Is capable of lift and turn when the conditions are right. Was unbeaten with the bat. Good, safe pair of hands and is more agile than given credit for. Another to work on reducing the number of wides bowled.
Stuart Peplow (43 runs)

Acted as cover for some of the batsmen. A very capable player who needs to work at his batting to make the step up to the first team. 

Conor Young (16 runs, 1 wicket)

Very promising young all rounder. Needs to become a more solid batsman as he can, on occasions, get carried away trying to hit bowlers out of the park. Useful seamer who swings the ball.

Richard Cook (32 runs, 2 catches)

Another promising batsman who is capable of playing many shots. Needs to believe in his ability at first team level. Took two very good catches.

Steve Angliss (0 runs, 2 wickets)

Came in to the side when team needed a seam bowler. Another who needs to believe in his own ability at first team level. Got to the middle to bat but only faced one ball.

Steve Tyson (0 runs)

Played one game and was very unlucky to receive a decent delivery early on.  Enthusiastic in the field.
Sohaib Qureshi (0 runs, 3 wickets)

Capable of being an integral part of this team but lack of availability counts against him. Can bowl at a sharp pace and moves the ball both ways. Hard hitting batsman who made it to the crease but did not face a ball.
