Report.
After last week’s complete washout, Chessington were back on home soil for a clash with Addiscombe. Various commitments meant that there were five changes to the line up from the previous weekend. Paul Willis, Nick Bailey and Matt Aldiss all returned whilst Jimmy Woolman made his debut in the Saturday first team and Kevin Dillon was promoted from the second XI. Craig Hastings, who was due to make his Saturday first team debut the previous week, was also retained. 
The pitch and ground had a look of an April day with everything so green and soft. No great surprise with the weather that has been with us for the last few weeks. Chessington won the toss and decided to field first. With Dhillon Woutersz one of the absentees, it was Ash Quinn and Kevin Dillon who took the new ball for Chessington. The first two overs saw Addiscombe get off to a confident start. Poulton picked up a couple of early boundaries and Hurrion was soon off the mark. However, Chessington’s two seamers quickly adjusted line and length and found conditions much to their liking. The ball was moving around and the Addiscombe batsmen struggled. Runs soon became a struggle as Hurrion, in particular, could not find any gaps. It was Ash Quinn who struck, in the 11th over, gaining an LBW decision against Poulton. Rhodes joined Hurrion and after an initial playing and missing, he found some powerful drives with Kevin Dillon the main sufferer. The Addiscome pair took the score past the fifty mark and just when it looked like a change was required, Dillon struck. He picked up Rhodes, caught behind and immediately got Johnson LBW first ball. Soon three wickets down became six as Dillon enticed the dogged Hurrion in to a simple caught and bowled and Ash Quinn removed Cox, caught at gully, and Benham to a sharp catch by Jimmy Woolman on the drive. Addiscome were in trouble now at 63 for six. Crowie and Moore were now at the crease but the Chessinton openers were looking good. However, it would not be Chessington without some kind of drama happening. This came in the unexpected sight of seeing Kevin Dillon pulling up mid over with a hamstring injury. His over was completed by veteran Nick Bailey but it appeared to have a big effect on Chessington who, from being right on top suddenly found that Addiscombe were counter attacking with good results. Crowie was the main instigator as he drove, cut and pulled the previously miserly Quinn. Moore provided good support and Addiscombe began to put a partnership together. The limping Dillon was replaced in the field by coach Bob Cook, who put all his technical expertise together to use his size tens to stop the ball. Daniel Yarnley and Andy Robson replaced Ash Quinn and Nick Bailey. Initially, both were economical but Crowie smashed Yarnley over mid on a couple of times. They had quickly put on 70 when Yarnley had Crowie unexpectedly caught by Paul Willis at midwicket of a top edged pull. Crowie had made a fluent 44 and the ball should have disappeared to the boundary. Nonetehless, this was the breakthrough that Chessington required. Robson immediately followed this up by having Karavanuke stumped by Matt Aldiss after an ugly swipe. Moore hit a couple of defiant boundaries but Robson wrapped up the tail. Cowlin completely mishit to mid on and Amin was taken by Daniel Yarnley at slip. Moore finished unbeaten on 30. Addiscombe had succumbed to 148 all out. A recovery from 63 for six but an under par score nonetheless. It was swing and seam that had done the damage, Ash Quinn (3 for 31), Kevin Dillon (3 for 44) and Andy Robson (3 for 21) all bowled extremely well in nice conditions for them.
Chessington knew that the chase would not be straightforward. The conditions would still be awkward. A solid start was necessary to calm nerves. Yet again, a new partnership was tried. This time it was Daniel Yarnley and Ash Quinn. Addiscombe opened with their seam attack of Johnson and Rhodes. Daniel Yarnley took a positive attitude with him on to the field and quickly found some early boundaries. Ash Quinn took up the solid, anchor role. The tactics worked perfectly. Although there was some playing and missing, Addiscombe could not find a consistent line r length which allowed the Chessington batsmen to alleviate any pressure with regular runs. Daniel Yarnley, in particular, looked in good touch and Ash Quinn ensured that he, too, punished anything wayward. Cowlin was introduced but, after a tidy couple of overs lost his length completely and ended his spell with a head high full toss which was correctly called a no-ball and was pulled to the boundary as well. It was the introduction of the leg spin of Karavanuke which caused Chessington problems. Yarnley and Quinn had taken their partnership to 70 at a calm rate when Daniel Yarnley (38) tried to drive Karavanuke over mid off but only succeeded in finding his midrift. Suddenly, Chessington had an attack of the jitters. Yarnley was quickly followed by Quinn, caught behind off a lifter by Karavanuke, and Ben Smith who dithered over an easy single and was run out. 70 without loss became 80 for three. Could Chessington throw this away? The simple answer was no. Niall Stewart and Andy Robson, in their contrasting styles, put that idea to the back of their minds. Stewart is a lovely timer of the ball. Although he flirted with danger trying to lazily cut Karavanuke, he changed the atmosphere with two sweet drives back past the bowler. The first went for four whilst the second sailed sweetly over the sightscreen for a maximum. Suddenly, mid on and mid off went back and Stewart was able to milk Karavanuke for singles. Robson was just as effective. He kept Stewart company in a match winning stand of 44. Just when the victory line came in sight, Stewart (30) received a good delivery from Karavanuke to be caught behind. Craig Hastings joined Robson. Addiscombe were now trying their eighth bowler in an attempt to find a suitable foil for Karavanuke. Robson rushed Chessington to their target, AS Moore conceded 14 in his first over. Hastings went LBW trying to sweep the dangerous Karavanuke who gained his fourth victim but Matt Aldiss and Andy Robson saw Chessington home. Robson finished with an unbeaten 29.  

This was a solid, deserved victory for the home side. They bowled, fielded and batted well and Addsicombe were only ever in the game during the 70 run seventh wicket partnership and, again, when picking up three pick wickets with Chessington half way to the target. On each occasion, Chessington came up with the answers. It was also good to see the new faces bringing a great deal to the side. Jimmy Woolman took two catches, one a superb diving effort. Craig Hastings brought energy and noise to the field, whilst Kevin Dillon bowled with intelligence and menace. The next task is to keep these levels up for the next game.
