Match Report

Jack: I was damper than an otters pocket.

Joe: How has the season been going for you so far
Jack: Its been a good season so far great team spirit, the panthers are playing some top cricket and are a top bunch of lads, but its just got a lot better because I scored a hundred at the weekend did I tell you? 119! Not out!
Joe: Yes , I know….What about batting with Steve Tyson for that great partnership – he deserves some credit too right?

Jack: Yeah Steve was brilliant the whole way through – whenver I hit a good shot, he ran to the other end so we got a run and if it was a two, hed run back as well so we got 2 runs. He also gave me a high five if I got a boundary – so he played his part, yeah. 
Joe: So you were a hero on Saturday: Who is your sporting hero / inspiration
Jack:  Phil Neville 
Joe: What do you do to relax to take your mind off Cricket

Jack: I go to the pub for a pint and play the quiz machines. Normally I do cluedo or Bullseye – because theres a bit of skill involved in that one, but if its giving me rubbish topics I’ll just go with Hangman (or hangman 2).

Joe: Who do you room with on tour

Jack: Joe
Joe: How was the shoot for your calendar after those Nude pics of you found there way onto the internet

Jack: It was all a publicity stunt – that was set up with my agent– like the paris Hilton sex tape. We just wanted the world to see my body and see what they thought… They liked it – hence the calendar. Weve sold 3 so far. One to Heidi down at the club, one to David Turton and one to  Paul Willis.

So Jack had rescued the Panthers - a huge roar coming as he reached his century as he along side Steve Tyson,  who in turn had played magnificently for his half century, had dragged the team back into a strong position with 40 overs gone. The rock finally fell to Pruter with 196 on the board. It was a great partnership and as Tyson came off he was greeted with gratitude from the rest of his proud panthers who were so grateful for his grit after getting a top knock of 67. Under the circumstances it was one of the great moments, performances and partnerships of the season so far it was indeed one of the ‘cricketing days of our lives’.
Newman went on to make 119* as he will tell anyone who will listen, as the bash brothers were reunited for a while when Stewie Hill made a quick 14. Sobby and Latham then helped the score on to 238. Well sobby didn’t really (golden duck).

But 238 on the board meant 53 overs back at the Chertsey boys, which also meant: game on! Chessington had the momentum and the Chertsey chirping had completely stopped! Oop!
At tea Jack Newman and Steve Tyson were rewarded for their efforts with a specially made Jam Tart – all for themselves.
