Match Report
Chessy’s second game of the season was another Friday night fixture, this time against Ashtead, another traditionally strong side.
Missing 5 regulars, the game would be a good, but tough challenge for the lads coming in.

Captain Adam Lawrence won the toss and asked Ashtead to bat first.

Opening bowlers Adam and Prince Singh, playing his first ever game and two age groups up at that, started well, but the visitors were sharp between the wickets and capitalised on any loose fielding from the home team to make the extras column the early top scorer.

Conor McElligott then came into the attack and bowled a tight line, but still the extras were flowing and the opening partnership breezed past the fifty mark before it was broken, when Robbie Sapsford had Caprano-Wint nicely caught in the covers by Adam.
Robbie then picked up his second wicket of the over ,LBW, to give the home side some encouragement.

Unfortunately for Chessy, the score was on 140 before they took another wicket, with T.Homes making an accomplished 35 retired along the way, and it took a great catch from Conor at mid wicket to remove opener Nichols for 31, giving Prince his first ever wicket.

Adam returned to bowl well at the end of the innings, picking up the wicket of Storey, caught & bowled, but with extras totalling 63, Ashtead’s score of 153 for 4 was not what was hoped for from the home side.
Conor, 0 for 14 from 4, Prince, 1 for 16 from 3, and Adam, 1 for 20 from 4 the best bowlers.

  Openers Ollie Wells and Robbie picked up a few early singles, but they were soon out and at the end of the 3rd over, Chessy were 5 for 2.

Danny Algar, batting for the first time, along with Adam, batted sensibly to rebuild, and they took the score onto 21, before Danny’s encouraging knock ended when he was bowled for 5.

Conor then came to the crease, but he played across a straight one to be bowled first ball, and then Jonathan Camfield, played on, 2nd ball, to leave Chessy deep in trouble at 21 for 6.

Subs Biswas , in at 7, lightened the mood with a classic square drive for four, but he added only one more run and soon Chessy were 48 for 8.
Adam though was playing responsibly and doggedly at the other end to make the visitors earn their deserved win, but he was left stranded at the non strikers end when Michael Anandam was bowled for a duck, Chessy’s 6th, in the 20th over.

Despite the 91 run hammering, there were one or two signs of promise from one or two players, with Danny, in only his second game, showing great promise with the bat, Prince showing that his bowling will be more than useful, and Adam leading from the front and showing that if you don’t give your wicket away easily, then it’s possible to stick around and build partnerships, which are the key to posting a good total, as the excellent Ashtead side proved.
