Match Report
Reigning League Champs Stoke D’Abernon were the next opponents for the Under 12’s and they were put into bat after Captain Adam Lawrence won the toss on a hot and sunny Friday evening.

The visitors’ opener Neat was severe on anything loose though, and he found the boundary in three of the first four overs before Jack Strange caught his partner Subba Row of his own bowling for 2 to give Chessy their first wicket.

Jack was also involved in Chessy’s second wicket, brilliantly in quickly to run out batter 3, but most of the home teams bowlers were sending down too many ‘four‘ balls, and the run rate was over 8 after eight overs, Subs Biswas picking up two wickets in his first two, to keep the home side in the game.

Daniel Smyth then picked up his first wicket for Chessy in his second over, but after 14
overs Stoke were still pushing along at eight an over and heading for an imposing score.
Captain Adam then returned and he picked up two wickets in his third over, bowling Mahne for 21 and then having Holder nicely caught by Robbie Sapsford at point.

Conor McElligott picked up a wicket in his fourth over with a good full delivery, and then Subs picked up his third wicket in three overs, but despite more tight overs at the end of the innings from Jack, Adam and Danny Algar, the visitors ended up on 140 for 9 from their 20 overs.

Adam 2 for 19 from 4, Conor and Jack both 1 for 25 from 4, Subs 3 for 25 from 3 and Daniel, 1 for 12 from 2 all had their moments in an inconsistent bowling display.
 In reply, Chessy, and Jack in particular, were equally as severe as Stoke were, with Jack pulling anything short to the boundary with ease, and picking up some sharp singles with partner Subs
The score had raced onto 35 before Jack played across the first ball of the 5th over to be bowled for 22, and three runs later Ollie Wells was also bowled , for 1, making it 38 for 2.
Adam then joined Subs, and they continued to push the score along, with Adam severe on anything loose down the leg side, and again the pair picking up some sharp singles.

The score had moved on to 75 when Subs was bowled for a well made 13, but apart from a few good blows from Conor, who made 9, Chessy’s lower order were squeezed by some tight bowling from the visitors, and wickets started to fall regularly.

At the end of the innings Chessy ended up on 124 for 8, just 16 runs short, but that was helped by a good last over from Adam, who ended up on 36 not out.
A much better display from the lads after three heavy defeats, with some early runs the key to their biggest total of the season. Unfortunately too many loose deliveries are being bowled and in this league those are nearly always despatched for 4, which means the opposition will always set and score big totals, making games that much harder to win.
