Match Report
Cup action for Chessy next, with a tough first round draw against Wimbledon.

Played at the SHS ground right next door to Chessy, and on the hottest day of the year so far, Captain Jack Strange won the toss and elected to field first.
Chessy opening bowlers Jack and Adam Lawrence kept things tight in the first three overs  and just as the visitors’ openers started to up the run rate, Adam bowled Jukes for 10.
Wimbledon soon started to punish any loose deliveries to push their run rate up to 6, but a wicket each for first change bowlers Conor McElligott and Calum Davies meant that the visitors top three were all out by the eighth over.

Batters 4 and 5 for Wimbledon soon started to re build though, finding the boundary with ease as overs 11 to 14 all went for 10 each. 
Chessy kept trying though in the hot conditions, with some good fielding from Danny Algar and Robbie Sapsford giving good support to the bowlers, but it wasn’t until both batters had retired for 35 and 38 respectively that they gained more success.

With the score stuck on 123 after 16 overs, Jack with 2, and Adam with his second, both took wickets to peg back the Wimbledon charge for late runs.

The visitors ended their 20 overs on 138 for 6, with Adam, 2 for 25 from his 4, and Calum 1 for 23 from 4, the best of some expensive figures, but the outstanding effort came from Jack, who bowled with good pace and rhythm to end with an excellent return of 4 overs 2 for 10.
 Chessy’s opening partnership of Subs Biswas and Jack once again started well, with Jack, four times and Subs once, finding the boundary early to have the home side on 33 after just 4 overs.

After again looking in superb form, Jack fell playing a big shot to a good ball and soon after, Conor fell to a 50/50 LBW decision for 1.

Adam was next in, and he and Subs knocked the ball around, slowly re building, but despite hitting three or four boundaries, Wimbledon bowled a good line to the pair, and Chessy struggled to keep up with the run rate.
The partnership had just passed the 50 mark, when a very tired Subs skied a catch for a best for him score of 29, and as the innings closed on 99 for 3, with Adam on 29, the home side were 39 runs short of their target.
A fairly decent effort from the lads again, against good and well drilled opposition, but once more chasing a target around the 140 mark is proving too tough for the lads, who must bowl tighter lines to bring down those economy rates, and those targets!
