Match Report
A tough start for the Under 12’s with a home game against the always strong Wimbledon.

Batting sensibly, these two steadily pushed the score onto 36 before Subs played across a straight one and was bowled for 8.

Jack was really playing well though, playing straight and piercing the infield, and along with in at 4 Adam, they started to up the scoring rate.

Soon though, Jack’s superb, and probably best innings, came to an end when after 35 quality runs, made in poor light and light rain, he had to retire.
